In a time of sagging morals, Satan provides many rationalizations for improper behavior.
Those who would live faithful Christian lives must not be “ignorant of his devices” (Il Cor.
2:11). Wrong is wrong despite our efforts to excuse our actions.

WRONG IS WRONG, EVEN IF YOU DON'T GET CAUGHT. From “little things” like littering
the highways and breaking the speed limits to “more serious offenses” such as adultery
and stealing, our society seems to think the only wrong is getting caught. It just isn't so.
“The eyes of the Lord are in every place beholding the evil and the good” (Prov. 15:3).

WRONG IS WRONG, EVEN IF YOU DO IT FOR A GOOD CAUSE. The honorable purpose
does not justify a dishonorable deed. Many who would not think of gambling, have no
resistance to buying a raffle ticket or playing bingo, if the proceeds go to a “good cause.”
Stealing is stealing even if it is done by a mother who does it to feed children neglected
and abandoned by their father.

WRONG IS WRONG, EVEN IF OTHERS DO WORSE THINGS. It will be little comfort to you in
the judgment, if you should be lost, that others you know did things which you considered
to be worse than your sin.

WRONG IS WRONG, EVEN IF IT DOESN'T BOTHER YOUR CONSCIENCE. Conscience can be
trained to accept wrong-doing, but sin is a transgression of God's law (I Jn. 3:4) and
whoever transgresses God's law has sinned, even if his conscience does approve.

WRONG IS WRONG, EVEN IF IT IS:=COMMONLY CONSIDERED ALRIGHT. “Thou shalt not
follow a multitude to do evil”--Ex. 23;2. The Christian should “enter not into the path of the
wicked, and go not in the way of evil men. Avoid it, pass not by it, turn from it, and pass
away” (Prov. 4:14-15). “Prove all things; hold fast to that which is good.

Abstain from all appearance of evil.” (I Thess. 5:21-22)

Paul commended the Thessalonian Christians for their
“work of faith, and labour of love, and patience of hope in
our Lord Jesus Christ.” “For from you sounded out the
word of the Lord not only in Macedonia and Achaia, but
also in every place your faith to God-ward is spread
abroad; so that we need not to speak any thing. ... Ye
turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God;
And to wait for his Son from heaven, whom he raised from
the dead, even Jesus, which delivered us from the wrath
to come” (1 Thessalonians 1:3, 8-10). They were really
different after obeying Christ.

An English nobleman visited the Fiji Islands, and
spoke with an elderly chief who had become a Christian.
After complimenting the chief on his leadership, the visitor
remarked, “It's a shame you’ve been taken in by those
foreign missionaries. They just want to get rich from you.
Back home no one believes the Bible anymore, or that old
tale of a man named Jesus dying for the sins of mankind.
They know better than to accept such foolishness. I'm
sorry that you were so foolish as to accept their story.”

The chief replied, “Do you see that rock over
there? We smashed the heads of our victims on it. Notice
the furnace next to the rock? In it we roasted our
enemies. If it had not been for those missionaries who
told us of the love of Jesus and convinced us to turn from
being cannibals to being Christians, you’d never leave here
alive! You should thank the Lord for the gospel message,
otherwise we’d be feasting on you. If it weren’t for the
Bible and its message of salvation, you’d be our supper!”

Although most of us have not gone through the
dramatic transformation that the old chief had, we still
should be much different from what we were. Paul urged
the Romans, “be not conformed to this world: but be ye
transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may
prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will
of God” (Romans 12:2). He urges us to do the same!

Here’s a question: Could you be diagnosed, by people
who know you, as a faithful Christian? Is it evident that
Christ is in you and the Lord of your life? Think about
it.

Ef MISTAKES

Philately is the study of postage stamps and postal hlstory It
also refers to the collection, appreciation and research activities
on stamps and other philatelic products. Philately involves more
than just stamp collecting or the study of postage; it is possible
to be a philatelist without owning any stamps. For instance, the
stamps being studied may be very rare or reside only in
museums.

To philatelists, they are unique. They are the most treasured of
all U. S. stamps. An example of the world-famous U.S. “Inverted
Jenny” error stamp, accidentally issued in 1918 with an upside-
down biplane on it, recently went for a princely $1.175 million
at a 2016 auction. Also, the 1856 One-Cent Magenta issued by
British Guiana sold at Sotheby's auction house for a jaw-
dropping $9.5 million in 2017.

These stamps and are prized because they are mistakes!

While mistakes are prized in the field of stamp collection
mistakes are not that which we should be trying to do nor
searching for. In life a mistake can have serious consequences,
some even eternal in nature. Jesus pointed out that when we
are “mistaken” about His teaching we can miss the mark (Matt.
22:29 cf. Mark 12:24). A mistake according to dictionary.com is
“an error in action, calculation, opinion, or judgment caused by
poor reasoning, carelessness, insufficient knowledge, etc.”

When we make a mistake in life, we should seek to make
correction, seek forgiveness, accept the consequences for our
actions and thank God for the opportunity to grow (James 1:1-
2). &
